Handmade greeting card made in honor of birthday in 1944 of 

Mordechai Chaim Rumkowski, head of the Judenrat in the Lodz 

Ghetto. It includes a poem in Yiddish extolling Rumkowski's virtues, 

with the first letters of each line spelling out his name. The other side 

contains a color portrait of Rumkowski, and a micrographic rendition 

of Song of Songs in the shape of a book. This card is representative 

of the genre of objects produced in the ghetto feeding a cult of 

personality around Rumkowski. (But despite newsletter article, we 

have no way of knowing whether it was actually presented to 

Rumkowski.)
